1. Acknowledge the Immediate Threats that Jeopardize an Enduring Faith, 6:1-10 

	 a. Disrespect shames our faith, 6:1-2a 
	 more important than the slave/master (employer/employee) distinction is the connection that we 
	 share as spiritual siblings - brothers and sisters united in Christ 

	 b. Pride empties our faith, 6:2b-5 
	 a tragic combo in unhealthy leaders: filled with pride, emptied of knowledge 

	  
	 c. Greed plunges our faith, 6:6-10 
	 the ultimate financial scam: not just losing our money/identity/property - it’s losing our faith 

2. Pursue the Ultimate Opportunities that Showcase an Enduring Faith, 6:11-21 
	  
	 a. Take hold of eternal life in our godly practice, 6:11-16 
	 as men/women of God, we ought to decisively flee from evil and deliberately chase after good 

	 b. Take hold of eternal life in our good works, 6:17-21 
	 a substantial way to enjoy God’s lavish provision: do good, be rich in good works, be generous 	 	
	 givers and ready to share with others
